Update from The Clerk – 4th April 2010
1. Having emailed photo to the Chairman in relation to the S137 donations and a press release, I am awaiting a paragraph to include the photo on the website.

2. Following a meeting with both litter pickers and the tree warden, I am in the process of arranging a meeting with Paul Partridge at BDC to discuss in depth the entire area required to be kept clear, so as to possibly obtain more funding alongside the vehicle already in our possession.  Also raised at the meeting were:

a. The need for a bigger container storage area for all equipment currently shared with the scout group (things of which do go missing) along with equipment stored in Mr Illman’s garage.  The litter pickers wish to move into the empty container in the hall car park area.

b. The need for a dog bin along the main footpath, between Levans Way and the mini substation – by the pond.

c. The new landlord of the pub wishes to work closely with the Parish Council and the community, he has queried about the fence that has been installed around the pub gardens, cutting off access to and from the green – thus hindering their involvement in public events on the green.

d. We have managed to claim 10 free trees for the parish from BDC (currently in the tree warden’s back garden) under the green heart programme.  Alan has been in discussion as follows.  We have agreed to undertake a community led litter pick in May time in order to secure these trees.  However the pub will get involved to provide refreshments/bbq etc and BDC will help provide equipment required.  Possible school involvement, Women’s institute, church etc?

3. No new developments on the emergency plan as of yet.  I am not yet in possession of a copy.

4. I have not spoken to Guy Lambert yet regarding a video of the village.  Have been examining the website and have emailed a couple of things to India, although annual leave in March has held some bits up.  We have had someone wanting recognition for his photos being used on the website and this is being dealt with.  I am going to attempt to get some information from Angela Balcombe on some bits empty on the website.

5. I have circulated the H&S report in relation to Panners Pond and am to meet with Paul Partridge to discuss further, will link in with meeting regarding litter requirements to save on mileage expenses.  Am awaiting a quote for fencing from BDC.

6. Have got together rough ideas on a local dedicated ‘welcome pack’ for new councillors coming into the council, including contact numbers for everyone, parish map/boundaries, who to contact regarding litter/graffiti/trollies, expenses claim forms, ID badges and so on.  Will get a draft copy together and email round for comment.

7. I would like to draw your attention to the 3 noticeboards on the village – as a regular user, I believe that they are badly designed, and too small for their purpose.  At times there is no room for all the information required by the council to be on display, leading to overlapping which I feel presents an unprofessional look to the council.  Also the public section is often overcrowded with out of date, soggy, smudged adverts etc, which in high winds blow off littering the area (I regularly pick bits up when I am there).  I would like to suggest to Councillors an all enclosed noticeboard (therefore double space) where the public can send their notices to me for displaying (possibly a 3-4 week term), in the dry.  I have seen boards with enclosed displays and a small narrow outdoor one (which could be used for missing animals/urgent posters which I could also keep an eye on each time I visit.  I know budgets are tight, but I do feel that these boards are viewed and used, but that at times they look shoddy and ill managed.  I would be grateful for your input.
