	Committee Reports

91.1 District/County updates – The Chairman updated in Cllr Walters absence.  There had been a few incidents of the grass verges on the village being damaged by various vehicles, including buses and dustcarts.  Cllr Walters was in discussion with ECC and BDC in relation to these matters and the verges will be repaired once the weather is more suitable.  Parking was raised as an issue both under this matter and within the parish plan responses and the access for emergency services could possibly need reviewing.  The chairman also requested that any road signs needing replacement should be notified to the clerk by 14th March, noted so far are Notley Green and the Ridings.
91.2 Allotments - Cllr Heady reported that the Public Inquiry into the Local Development Plan was due to start on 18 May when, among other things, there would be consideration of the future use for planning purposes of land to the west of the bypass to the south of the parish.  The outcome of the Inquiry was likely to be known around the late summer or autumn when it could then be decided whether a suggestion that the areas between this land and the Country Park might be suitable for use as allotments.  In the meantime nothing more had been done with regard to the prospective site to the north of the Park.
