Appendix 1

Update from the Clerk – 21st June 2010
1. Following on from my meeting with Paul Partridge on 9th June, I can confirm the following:

a. The vehicle for Mr Illman to use to collect the rubbish will be in our keeping from 1st July 2010 and the first SLA will run to 31st March 2011.  BDC will be responsible for tax, insurance, maintenance and upkeep.  GNPC will purchase fuel when needed.

b. Enforcement officers are in contact with the land owners at the Panners parade of shops to ensure that the areas owned by them are kept clean and litter free – this follows on from a complaint regarding cigarette ends from the flats above, being dropped onto the pavement.

c. A safety audit of all ponds and ditches in the area is to be undertaken this year and ours are included in this audit.  Paul will inform me as to when this is commencing.

d. Nick Day and Paul Partridge are to meet with Paul Prosser in relation to the football club’s issues.

e. It has been confirmed, since Cllr Heady’s update, that planning permission is NOT required for the allotment site.

f. There was a suggestion of possible quarterly public litter picks for village residents to participate in.  BDC have set these up in other areas, possibly something to consider?

2. A health & safety risk assessment will be carried out with Fred Illman, once the vehicle is in situ.

3. The accounting statements have been signed off, following Council approval, and have been sent to the relevant offices.
