Appendix 1

Update from the Clerk – 24th May 2010
1. Until today, no further complaints have been received by Councillors or the Clerk, in relation to traffic for the Tesco development.  However, one resident has advised that on Friday 21st May, trucks were coming in approximately every 15 minutes via Great Notley Avenue instead of Notley Green.  I have advised that I have emailed the contractor today to remind them to follow directional signs.

2. The Register of Assets will be amended to reflect the new additional bins in the next week or so, as the new bins are now all in situ.  However we have lost one already in the RAFT area to fire and another is going to be repainted by Mr Illman, due to graffiti damage.

3. To date, the Clerk has had no response from the Diocese or the Suppliers with an invoice for the Church clock – they will be chased this week.

4. In relation to the recent spate of graffiti, the Clerk met with PC Brooksbank at Braintree police station last week and all details have been taken and placed on their ‘anti-graffiti’ list.  Should anyone report graffiti to you directly, please notify me so that I can keep the police informed.

5. The Parish Council has received details of the ‘Love Where you live week’ from ECC.  This might be appropriate in relation to litter, graffiti etc.  Papers are here to look at.

6. The Clerk is meeting with Paul Partridge on 9th June at Causeway House.  This meeting was first requested by Cllr Mrs Sandbrook to discuss the Panners Pond area, should Councillors have any further items for discussion please let me know.  The gate at the Notley School is being dealt with by BDC in conjunction with the school.  The missing road sign for Bridge End Lane is also being dealt with by Paul, himself.
