	· The Chairman reported on his oral dialogue with the (new) manager at the Tesco store in respect of the often rubbish-strewn Square fronting the Doctors’ surgery and the Pre-school group building.  The outcome tended to suggest that the Square was cleaned well, but only by contractors on a set day each week, resulting in long periods of untidiness.
